2. Declaration of National Disaster. Being satisfied that coronavirus disease 
(COVID-19) has been declared a global pandemic and that, as result of the confirmation 
of cases of COVID-19 in the State of Grenada in the month of March in the year 2020, 
supplies and services essential to the life of the community are in consequence likely 
to be endangered, it is hereby declared that a national disaster has occurred in the State 
of Grenada and that the State of Grenada is a disaster area. 

3. Duration. This Notice remains in effect until revoked.
