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GRENADA UNDER TROPICAL STORM WARNING

St. George’s, Grenada - Friday 24" July, 2020.

The National Disaster Management Agency (NaDMA) advises the general public
that Grenada and 1its dependencies are now under TROPICAL STORM
‘WARNING.

A Tropical Storm Watch means that Tropical Storm conditions are possible for
Grenada and its Dependencies in the next 36 hours.

At 11am, the centre of Tropical Storm Gonzalo was located near latitude 10 N, 54.2
Longitude West or 458 miles east south east of Grenada. Maximum sustained winds
near 50 miles per hour. Present movement 1s west at 18 mph.

Gonzalo’s center 1s expected to pass between Grenada AND St. Vincent and the
Grenadines on Saturday.

For Grenada, 24 hr accumulated average rainfall amounts of 6 - 8 inches are
possible.

Gonzalo 1s expected to have an increase i forward speed with a west-northwest track
over the weekend.

The storm has weakened shightly over the past few hours and tropical storm force
winds extend outward only 25 miles from the centre.

Despite this, citizens are encouraged to remain vigilant and follow the directives
1ssued by the Agency and work to ensure we preserve lives, ivelihood and property.

NaDMA adwises all to conduct your personal assessment of your dwelling place,
make decisions on whether or not to evacuate, please note that your nearest shelter
may not be open so consult the list an 1dentify the next closet, charge phones and
other gadgets, stock up on medications and essential supplies.



For businesses ensure assets are secure, double check sand bags and shutters and be
ready to evacuate staff.

Marine operators are advised to secure your vessels.

The National Disaster Management Agency (NaDMA) and the Meteorological
Ofhce will continue to monitor Tropical Storm Gonzalo and update the public 1n a
timely manner.
